B€gin widr an over and under crossing Fig. 4 and illen

bring the €nds back above in a s€cond similar crossing Fig. B.
The completed knot Fig. C is snugged up by pulting on rie
€nds. Note that it makes no ditrerence whether the firsr cross-
ing is tied lefr over right or right over left, as long as rhe sec-
ond crosrine con€sponds to it con€cdy. A reef knot can be
loosened easity by taking an end and a standing pan of one
rope in each hand and pushing t}l€ bighti apart. A squar€
knot can also be loosened b/ pulling rhe en& and slanding
part of one rope in opposite directions.

The reef knot is used in all fiITr aid work or forjoining
two piec€s of string or cord of equal thickn€ss. It is not rec-
ommended for joining rope.
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
